Dear Abbie:
The other night my mom came home late, all in a rush to
get  to puppy club. She didn't  give me enough time to
relieve both jobs, then fed me and off we went. When we
got  there,  I  had  to  "hold  it"  through  all  the puppy
exercises.  I  know  I'm not  supposed to  go when I'm
working, but she wasn't  paying attention to my signals,
and I finally just let go and pooped right there in front of
everyone!  My  mom was disgusted with me,  and now
everyone thinks I  have relieving issues. I  say she's not
being fair! —Pooped Out

Dear Out~
I  agree, your mom is not being fair. It's a puppy raiser's
responsibility to keep track of  a puppy's potty schedule,
to know your relieving patterns, and give you chances to
relieve so that you avoid accidents. Your raiser got in a
hurry, didn't attend to "business," and you paid the price. 

Most  puppies need to relieve when they wake up,
after  they've eaten or  had a drink,  or  after  physical
activity.  The stress of  social  outings can also trigger
relieving,  even soft  stools.  Each  puppy  has it's own
pattern. Some puppies defecate once in the morning and
not again until  night. Others need to make two poops in
the morning, and go several  times a day. Most puppies
can  successfully urinate when asked, especially if  they
have been drinking a lot. Your raiser needs to be aware of
the status of your bowels and bladder and give you ample
opportunity to empty  before you go anywhere—even a
neighborhood walk. If  you won't  go, then GDB would
rather your raiser leave you at home than risk an accident.

It sounds like this incident was a one-time thing, and
unusual  for  your  raiser.  That's good,  because when
accidents happen too often, they become habits, and you
don't want to get to the point where relieving on outings
seems okay to you. One of the major reasons for dogs to
be career changed is relieving in harness—what a waste
of an otherwise great working dog! Tell your mom to take
the time to help you maintain good relieving habits;  it
will  save embarrassment now, and could save your career
as a Guide!
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Occasionally, a puppy's baby teeth don't fall
out, even though the adult  teeth have grown
in. Usually the extra teeth eventually fall  out

on their own, but if  your puppy still  has double teeth by
age six  or  seven months,  inform a leader  and email
Julianne at Guide Dogs for advice as to whether your pup
will need to have its baby teeth extracted.
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Summer is time for fun in the sun, but it can also
be a hazardous time for our puppies. Here are a
few tips that  will  help  your  pup  enjoy  the
summer as much as you do!

Never leave your puppy in a parked car, or
anywhere he cannot find shade and water on a
hot  day.  Heatstroke can  occur  a matter  of
minutes.  Symptoms  include:  rapid,  noisy
breathing;  bright  red  tongue and mouth;  thick  saliva;
vomiting;  elevated temperature;  an unsteady, staggering
gate; bloody diarrhea; weakness, coma, and death. If your
dog is overheated, move him to cooler quarters, such as an
air-conditioned  room.  More  pronounced  cases  can
respond to immersion in cool water. If your dog is in real
distress, seek emergency veterinary attention at once. 

Carry water and a folding bowl with you at all  times
when you are socializing your puppy. Be aware of  your
puppy’s general  condition. A  puppy can overexert itself
on a hot day and get overheated just running in the yard or
pounding the pavement socializing. Know the symptoms
of  heatstroke and stop the activity before it becomes an
emergency. 

Check the temperature of the pavement before you go
out. Hot asphalt can burn your puppy’s sensitive feet. If
the temperature is too hot, leave your puppy at home in
the cool comfort of his crate.

Summer is mosquito season. Be faithful  with your
heartworm preventive medication  on  the first  of  the
month.

Parvo and other  transmissible diseases love warm
temperatures. Don’ t take a young pup to parks and other
places with high dog traffic before your pup has finished
its entire series of booster shots.

Be  aware  of  your  dog's  reaction  to  loud
thunderstorms and fireworks and keep it inside or crated
for safety. Remember, raisers need their  PRA's approval
before attending  professional  fireworks displays with
their puppies.

Pesticides, weed killer  and fertilizer  are sources of
potential  poisoning. Be sure to read the labels, and don’ t
allow dogs access to treated areas until it is safe to do so. 

Overheated cars can leak coolant or antifreeze that
tastes sweet to dogs—but is deadly. In addition to keeping
your  own garage free of  these poisons,  be aware that
spills may happen in parking lots, and closely monitor
what your pup may be sniffing or sampling on the way in
to the store. 

Supervise your pup and keep it under control  around
hot  barbecue grills, swimming pools, and other potential
accident sites. Be aware of  hazards such as a Kong toy
chopped unintentionally to bits by a lawn mower, those
tantalizing chicken bones from a picnic, garden hose left
within reach, and other items that might tempt your puppy
to  eat  or  chew  and could end up causing a medical
emergency.

Recently, I  found a tick stuck to GEIGER'S ear.
Later on, I found another, even more securely
attached.  Were  they  "leftovers"  from  our

Nebraska trip or from our own backyard?
Dr.  Randa  MacMillian's associate,  Dr.  Brannigan,

said the ticks were probably in the infant stage on GEIGER

when we were in Nebraska three weeks before. Since
then, they grew to adult size and attached themselves. 

We always need to be on the watch for ticks during
this season, no matter where the dog has been. Frontline
is a treatment as well as a preventive. If you forget to use
it before going into known tick-infested country, apply it
when you get home and it will kill the ticks you may have
missed and they will fall off the dog. 

To  remove an  embedded  tick,  decide where the
mouth is; the rest of  the tick should be loose. Lift it and
pull straight up until  it comes loose. Don't heat the tick or
apply nail polish or other substances before removing the
tick from the dog. Fingers work best. Don't crush the tick,
as it  is the tick's body  that  can carry  disease.  It  is
incorrect that the "head left in" will  cause a problem, but
watch for swelling or pain;  call  your vet  if  you notice
symptoms. The main thing is to get  that  tick removed
immediately  when  you  find  it.  Ed.  Note:  More

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$ QDSK\ ODFWLF� VKRFN is  an  immediate,  serious
reaction that occurs when a dog is exposed to an allergen
to which it  has been sensitized previously.  The
most common causes are shots and insect stings. 

Initially, there may be local  signs at the point
of  contact,  including pain, itching,  swelling and
redness. With acute anaphylaxis, the allergic response
becomes generalized,  either  immediately  or  over  the
course  of  several  hours.  Signs  are  agitation,  face
scratching,  drooling,  vomiting,  diarrhea,  difficulty
breathing,  weakness,  collapse and seizures.  Untreated,
anaphylactic shock can lead to death.
: KDW�<RX� &DQ� ' R� �If  you suspect that your dog is
having a mild allergic reaction, try to determine if he has
been stung or bitten. Remove the stinger by scraping it
out with a credit card (not tweezers). Apply a baking soda
paste and ice pack for swelling and calamine lotion for
itching.  Call  your  veterinarian--he may recommend  an
antihistamine like Benadryl. If  the dog exhibits signs of
anaphaylaxis, it is an emergency! Get him to the nearest
veterinary facility immediately. When the dog recovers,
call your leader and report the incident.

In an effort to promote good
will and share knowledge and
resources, Guide Dogs donates dog stock to guide and
service dog schools around  the world.  GDB  donates
approximately fifteen puppies per year and participates in
numerous co-breeding exchanges. Destinations for Guide
Dog puppies include the Netherlands,  Canada,  Japan,
Korea, New Zealand and the United States.

The international program has been so successful that
GDB is expanding it!  Of  course, every raiser will  not be
able to raise an "international  puppy."  But  we will  be
recruiting a limited number of willing participants. 

Puppy raisers will  be notified of  a puppy's possible
international  placement and can accept or decline raising
it. Which schools the puppies will  be sent to will  not be
determined until the pup is recalled to GDB.

International  puppies start  out  just  like any  GDB
puppy. Then, at about six months of age, the puppies will
be given hip x-rays and elbow screening. Based on the
results  of  these tests,  puppies may  be requested  to
undergo additional medical screening. 

If a puppy is not progressing adequately (due to either
medical or behavioral reasons) a decision may be made to
discontinue consideration of  that puppy for international
donation. When such a decision is made, the local Puppy
Raising Adviser will  determine if the dog will continue in
the raiser  home with the goal  of  returning to a GDB
campus for harness training, or be career changed.

At  approximately  ten  to  twelve months of  age,
individual  puppies will  be selected  for  international
donation and travel  arrangements will  be made. At that
point, more specific information about the school the dog
will  be going to will  be given to the raisers. Each school
will  have its own policy regarding a raiser's contact with
the  future  breeder  custodian  or  guide  dog  user,
recognition at a graduation ceremony, or career change.
Guide Dogs will  provide all  available information at that
time. Participating puppy raisers and their puppies will be
acknowledged at a GDB graduation ceremony.

International  collaboration  is  very  exciting!  By
sharing our wonderful dogs and raising experience, Guide
Dogs for  the Blind helps people with vision problems
worldwide.  Raisers of  international  dogs can proudly
proclaim, "I  have made a difference. The puppy I  raised
has influenced the progress of  guides around the world."
Because of  these volunteer raisers, guide dogs will  assist
blind  people in  countries where assistance dogs are
relatively uncommon, and there will  be puppy raisers in
far-off lands raising puppies whose parents were raised by
Guide Dogs for the Blind raisers.

Breeding  Department  is
excited  to  introduce a trial
program  called  "Charter
Stock."  Charter  Stock  refers
to  the process of  selecting
young  adult  dogs from the
formal  Guide  Dog  training

program to whelp or sire a litter. For the females, once
the litter is raised and the young dam is spayed, she will
return to training.  Male dogs in this program will  be
neutered  after  breeding  and  continue in  Guide Dog
training. Puppy raisers of  the selected dogs will  have an
opportunity to participate in a graduation as a raiser of a
breeder, participate in a graduation as a raiser of a Guide
if  the dog  reaches that  status,  provide puppy  name
suggestions, and visit puppies at Guide Dog's San Rafael
campus.
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from GDB's Canine Community Programs
Each puppy raiser works hard, for up to a year and a half,
to develop his or her puppy into a Guide Dog. In spite of
the raiser's efforts, all  dogs don't grow up to be Guides.
Currently if a dog does not become a Guide Dog, breeder
or  K9 Buddy and is career  changed, raisers have two
options: adopt the dog personally or  for a close family
member or a close friend; or have GDB place the dog.
Many  raisers take the dogs back  as pets while still
dreaming of what might have been. 

For  raisers who still  envision their  puppy's role as
helping others, we would like to offer a "second chance."
When a career  change dog may be a candidate for  a
placement that requires a special dog, that dog's raiser will
be given a third option: to voluntarily offer the dog for
that  type  of  placement.  This  year  alone,  our  dog
placement  staff  has  placed  28  dogs  in  "special
placements."  Seven of  these dogs changed their  career
paths to law enforcement, drug and bomb detection, or
search and rescue. Twenty-one others have gone on to
benevolent careers such as service dogs, hearing dogs, or
companions for people with disabilities. All of these dogs
represent  magnificent  successes  for  raisers,  the  dog
placement department, and other staff. We are working to
expand our  career  change dogs'  job  possibilities to a
broader geographic area.

At  the time of  a dog's career  change, a raiser  will
receive a phone call  notifying them of the career change.
A  raiser  eligible to adopt  the dog will  be given three
choices from which he or she can voluntarily choose:
1). Adopt the dog for themselves or with close family or
friends; or 2) release the dog completely to GDB; or
3) If the dog is a candidate for special  placement, release
their  adoption option for  the special  placement.  If  the
special  placement does not work out, the raiser will  again
have the opportunity to adopt the dog.
