It is with great sadness we announce the passing of
"Abbie" on January 10th, 2006. AsoLene had struggled
with kidney failure and cancer for several months, and
endured arthritisfor years. She was five days short of her
fifteenth birthday.

AsoLene was Andrea Loughry'sfirst guide puppy; she
came to Colorado on March 21, 1991 at nine weeks old.
At that time, there was no puppy club in Arapahoe
County, so Andrea & AsoLene belonged to Eyes for
Others in Jefferson County. In January 1992, Have Paws
Will Travel was established. Andrea and AsoLenE were
charter members. AsoLene was one of the first two
puppies returned for harness training from HPWT, but she
was dropped from the program five weeks later for flea
alergy dermatitis.

The following puppies are eligible for return to GDB for
harness training on the Spring puppy trucks. CHamPION,
Frannig, Gasrton, GiLia, Icon, ITaLy, LaseLte, and Quazar.
We will be starting new training protocols with the Spring
puppies, which will require strict attendance at the weekly
puppy meetings. Raisers are asked to examine their
schedul es and make sure that now is the right time to start
another puppy--whether you're raising for the first or the
twenty-first time. If your life doesn't allow you to
consistently make meetings, train the dog at home, and
find time for the documentation and paperwork, then
perhaps it's time to consider taking a break from raising. If
your puppy is listed, and you want to renew your
commitment to puppy raising, now is the time to fill out
an application. Ask Carmen if you need a blank form.
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Older puppies may seem "bomb proof" and ready to take

on any situation, but they can still get stressed out on big

outings. Different puppies show stress in different ways;
here are a few thingsto watch for:

# Excessive panting, even when the day is not overly hot

and you're sure the dog has had enough to drink.

# Yawning and scratching may signal your dog is trying
to avoid having to do deal with the situation anymore.

# Sweaty paws. Watch for wet paw prints on the ground
or feel the dog's feet for dampness.

# |nappropriate relieving. Your pup may tell you he's
had enough by relieving without permission.

# Wild behavior or shutting down. A stressed pup may
become uncontrollableor try to lie down at every
opportunity to shut out the over-stimulation.

Watch for signs of stress and take your puppy out of the
stuation if needbe. If you can't get away, such as when
you're traveling through an airport, try to find a quiet
place for the dog to de-stress for a bit before asking him
to continue, and let the dog take things at his own pace as
much as possible. If you misjudge your puppy's
capabilities and get into a bad situation, do the best you
can on your dog's behalf and dont be too hard on
yourself. Puppies are resilient and forgiving--simply
document the pup's behavior on the monthly report and do
things differently in the future. Remember, after an
overdose of stress (including trading with other raisers),
your puppy may have several days of sleeping, weird
relieving habits, or even destructiveness before he's back
to hisold self again!

Relieving in harnessis one of the leading reasons dogs do
not become Guides. While there are some dogs that show
stress in this way, others are tripped up by habits
developed as puppies. There are three areas of relieving
that we can work on to help our pups avoid the “relieving

trap.”
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1. In the House: Heel the puppy to the relieving area.
Cast or send him out, away from your left side. Have him
circle or figure-eight in front of you and to the right. Try
to habituate the puppy never to relieve in heel position or
on your left. Stand in one place. Don't let the pup lead you
around. Give her five minutes to finish, then kennel for a
time and try again if needed. Get the pup used to relieving
on various surfaces and with distractions (e.g. in the front
yard) right from the start. The command “Do your
business” means “Now is your chance to go and you'd
better take it because it's going to be a while before you
can go again!”

2. On Outings: When the pup is very young, plan outings
that are short and non-stressful. Dedicate the outing to
socializing the puppy and don't expect to get any errands
done while you're out. Do not relieve the puppy before
you leave home; rather, ask him to relieve before you
enter the store. If the pup doesn't relieve, take it home, or
take a ten minute break in the car and try again. Once he's
relieved, go into the store for about ten minutes, then take
the puppy back to the car, drive home, and give it another
chance to relieve. This teaches the pup to relieve away
from home with distractions and gives you an “empty”
pup and hopefully a successful outing. As the pup gets
older, lengthen the amount of time in the store. Once your
pup is fairly successful, it's time to start taking him on
errands and along for more of your everyday routine. If
you have your pup at work all day, establish a “home
base” at work that you can use as a second home.

3. On Neighborhood Walks: Relieve before you start out

on your walk. Correct your puppy for trying to relieve on
route. Make it home if possible before letting the puppy
finish up. After a while, the puppy will develop a pattern.
If he always defecates after twenty minutes of walking,
walk out ten minutes and back ten minutes, so he can
make it home without relieving on the walk. Then
gradualy increase the length of time he is asked to go
before relieving. The idea is to teach the puppy that it is
never okay to relieve on route.

A year-old dog should only need to relieve four to five
times a day. Unless there is a physical problem, don't let
your dog try to convince you otherwise, especialy if it's

fidgeting at work or class and simply wants a little break
—it's okay (even desirable) to ask it to hold its bladder
until a convenient break in your schedule! Relieving
success for an one-year-old puppy includes walking a six-
to-eight block neighborhood route without stopping to
empty. If your pup relieves on an outing more than twice
a year, that's too much. Careful attention to relieving
habits will pay off with fewer embarrassing accidents to
clean up in public, and, hopefully, a grand graduation
day!
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0 DLOVDLQLQJ , GHDO: HLIKW As our puppies grow,
their caloric requirements constantly change. A young,
growing, energetic puppy with a packed social schedule
may require more food than a career change who lazes
around the house al day. A puppy with a chunky build
may look overweight but actually be thin, while a pup
with a lighter build may be overweight but resemble his
more massively built club-mate. Guide Dogs wants us to
keep our dogs on the lean side of their ideal weight--this
helps the dog avoid a tendencyto obesity as it grows
older.

. KDW<RX &DQ"' R Puppy raisers must depend on the
body view of the dog as a guide to whether the puppy
needs more food or needs to be cut back. Examine your
puppy from above regularly. The waist just behind the
ribs should be visible, but if it is too pronounced, the dog
may be too thin. No waist means your dog is overweight.
From the side, look for a tuck just in front of the haunch.
No tuck and the dog is overweight. Leaders are skilled at
looking at all dog body types for ideal weight, so ask a
leader if you need help deciding about your dog's weight.
When a leader advises a change in your dog's rations, take
it seriously and make the change. Here are some pictures
that can help develop your eye for ideal weight:
