FRANNIE,  a  female  golden
retriever  raised by Janet  and Chris Ford, is a
very  sweet  and  special  dog  who  is  easily
managed  and  who  did  not  thrive under  the
pressures of  guide training. She wasn't right for
guidework, but  she was perfect  for  the Canine
Buddy program, which places exceptional guide

puppies with blind children as ambassador-pets for Guide
Dogs for  the Blind. Since many people who are blind
have no experience with dogs before they come to Guide
Dogs, the Canine Buddy Program aims to give them a
positive experience with these special  creatures before
they are old enough to qualify for a canine guide. It also
forges a strong bond between Guide Dogs and their future
clientèle. FRANNIE was placed as a Canine Buddy to a child
in San Jose, and will  be eligible to participate in a future
graduation  ceremony,  where her  raisers may  formally
present her to her human buddy.  FRANNIE and her buddy
will  enjoy  the same follow-up and veterinary  support
from Guide Dogs that any graduate of  the GDB program
can expect.
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Casey  and  Debbie  Horgan  received  a
female black lab named  CAPRI, and Leah
and Carol  Jonas received a male black lab
named SHEFFIELD on the July 9th puppy truck. Sheffield is
the son of  HPWT alumnus, and current GDB stud dog
NEO.

The Horgans are working with GDB and
local  vets to resolve the physical  problem. Then HARBOR

will stay with them as a family pet.
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At  the  recent  relieving  workshop,
Community  Field Rep Barb Deevers
presented a new protocol for relieving
our  puppies.  This routine uses the
powerful  technique of  patterning to
reduce the likelihood of  accidents in
public. Here are the steps:

1. Heel  the dog to the relieving area with the leash
on its shortest length.

2. Stop in the spot you've chosen and have the dog
sit.

3. Lengthen the leash by unclipping the snap hook—
so the dog can hear it.

4. Release the dog with  okay  and "send"  it  out in
front of  you and to the right with the command
Do Your Business.

5. Let the dog walk around in front of you—don't let
it circle around behind you.

6. Plant your feet and take no more than one step in
any  direction. You have committed the dog to
relieving in that spot; don't let him talk you into
going anywhere else!

7. Give quiet praise for  circling, sniffing, or  other
behaviors that  indicate the dog  is  taking  an
interest in emptying himself.

8. If  the dog relieves, give lavish praise when he
finishes.

9. If  the dog doesn't  go,  don't  make a big deal,
simply take him in and kennel  him until  the next
scheduled relieving opportunity—even if  that is
four hours from now. The dog will soon learn that
do your business means "this is your opportunity
to go, so you'd better, because your next chance
may be a long time coming."

Dear Abbie:
I'm a ten month old boy, and suddenly, the world seems
like a brand new place! There are dogs to sniff and things
to lift a leg on—even in the house! There are mailmen to
bark at and people to jump up on. My mom says I've gone
hormonal, but I'm just having fun.

—Teenaged and Lovin' it
Dear Teenaged:
Sorry  to hear  you have developed juvenile delinquent
tendencies of  late!  Hopefully  you will  get  through the
hormone surge and settle down into a nice young adult
dog soon.  Your  Mom just  needs to be extra patient,
consistent and firm with you to help you to get through all
the distractions and help you to remember the rules. 

I'm really concerned about your marking behavior—
especially in the house! The first thing your Mom should
do is make sure all  the marked places are completely
cleaned up, because if  you can smell  the urine in the
house, you'll  probably mark them again. She can use 50-
50 vinegar and water or a product like Nature's Miracle to
completely eliminate odors. Secondly, your Mom should
go back to treating you as an un-housebroken dog until
you start seeming more reliable. That means never leaving
you unsupervised, and keeping you kenneled or on a tie-
down at  all  times when  your  Mom can't  watch  you
closely. She may even want  to put  you on a relieving
schedule, so you that only relieve at prescribed times. I
don't  know how much freedom you have to relieve on
your own in the yard, but your Mom probably will  want
to go back to having you relieve every single time on
leash, just  to remind you of  your  manners. Have your
Mom follow the new relieving protocol strictly and never,
never let you mark when you relieve on leash. Your Mom
should take you out into the middle of  an area with no
upright objects nearby to squirt. It's okay if  a you cock a
leg—you  just  aren't  allowed  to  aim  for  something.
Remember, sniffing leads to marking, so your mom needs
to keep alert  and correct  for  the sniffing behavior  on
walks and out socializing. If  she waits until  you've lined
up your "shot"  it's probably going to be too late! I know
this sounds like a bummer, but once your hormones have
stabilized and you're back on track with the rules, it won't
seem so important to mark and both you and your Mom
can relax.
