I overturned the trashcan and ate it
up.  YUM!  This morning Mom threw  away  a yogurt
container  and walked away. Boy, was it  delicious, but
Mom was upset when she found the chewed container. I
don't know why I never tried this before. Trash is tasty!

Dear Gourmand:
Ah, I  see you have discovered the "Joy of  Trash."  You
probably never tried it before because you didn't know it
was possible—and then one day the situation was right,
you took something, discovered that trash is yummy, and
all of a sudden you're a world-class scavenger. I know it's
fun, but it's obnoxious and hazardous to your digestion, so
your  mom needs to  find  a way  to  make you  stop.
Unfortunately, trash stealing is a really hard behavior to
stop once it  gets going.  Mostly,  your  mom must  be
vigilant so you doesn't have the opportunity to steal from
the trash again. The more successes you have, the worse
the problem will  become. Once you've gotten something
in your mouth, it's too late--you've gratified the behavior
and been reinforced. (Which is not to say you can have
the item—of course your mom must take it away!). The
other way your mom can teach you is to set you up, so
that  when you try to take something when you're on a
long line, your mom can correct you before you snatch it.
Of  course, it helps if  your mom stops throwing tempting
stuff  in open trash cans until  she trusts you again, too.
Tell  your mom to help you stop the behavior right away,
because it  can lead to counter-surfing and all  kinds of
other stealing behaviors, and you don't want to go there!

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From GDB's Puppy Raising Department
The veterinary clinic is concerned about
the number of overweight puppies coming
in on recall. We need your help to ensure
our puppies stay lean and healthy. Excess
weight  on puppies and young dogs adds
stress to growing joints; leaner is healthier
in  all  dogs.  A  study  published in  the Journal  of  the
American Veterinary Medical  Association revealed that
body  condition  plays a crucial  role in  longevity  and
overall  good health.  This study  was conducted over  a
fourteen-year  period on Labrador  Retrievers by  Nestle
Purina; it compared seven litters of  Lab puppies, divided
equally  between a control  group and a restricted diet
group.  The restricted diet  group was fed 75% of  the
amount given to their littermates. Once the dogs reached
their  sixth  birthday  they  were  tested  annually  for
indicators of good health such as glucose and insulin use
and cholesterol  levels. Not  only  did the restricted diet
group of  dogs stay  healthier  they  also  outlived their
heavier  littermates by an average of  almost  two years!
GDB puppies come in many shapes and sizes; it takes a
little practice to be able to tell  if  a puppy  needs an
increase in food or is just a lighter-boned type of dog; if it
is fat or 'fluffy'. Ideally the puppy should have a clearly
visible waist behind its rib cage and a nice 'tuck up' in the
abdomen. You should be able to feel each individual rib,
not just the barrel of the rib cage. A puppy that is too thin
may have clearly visible ribs and his hip bones may stick
out. Your leader or adviser can tell  you if  you need to
increase or decrease your puppy's food. Remember that
most pet owners are used to seeing overweight dogs so
only your leader or adviser can tell  you if  your puppy is
thin or actually in the desired, lean condition.

April  returning  dogs need  to  start  the transition  to
Eukanuba Adult Maintenance food, if you haven't already
done so. All pups are to be on "Euk" when they arrive on
campus--unless there is a digestive problem. 
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The  breast  strap  sleeves  have  been  so
popular  that  we are working  on  another
group order of them. We've had a couple get
lost, so everyone is reminded to be aware
that some coats have the sleeves and to be
careful not to lose them when you remove a
puppy coat—especially from someone else's
dog. It may be best to leave the breast strap snapped and
put the coat over the dog's head when removing it. If  you
have a sleeve on your coat, it may be prudent to pin it to
the strap, or remove it all together before trading your dog
with another raiser. And don't forget to transfer the sleeve
when you need a different sized coat!
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Marley and Me is a book for dog fanciers,
but especially for Labrador people.

wag.  John  Grogan  and  his  wife  Jenny  are  hapless
honeymooners who picked the most manic puppy in the
litter and signed their lives over to his deranged behavior
for  the next  twelve years. Mr. Grogan is a newspaper
columnist who writes of Marley's exploits with wry good
humor and witty honesty. We cannot help but love Marley
from the moment we meet him as an oversized, wiggly
puppy, while being glad we don't have to deal  with him.
Marley is a Lab who is larger than life—his huge frame is
matched only by his exuberant, unstoppable personality.
But  while he goes bashing through life like a one-dog
hurricane, he does it with such good humor it's impossible
not to smile. When Marley gets old and finally dies, it
will  take more than a few tissues to finish the chapter.
Marley and Me is a quick, delightful  book, to be read
curled up on the sofa with one hand on your  favorite
Labrador's back!
