Dear Abbie,
I  am almost 8 months old and all  puppy. My new mom
told me that I had better shape up if I want to be a Guide
Dog. And I  really, really want to be a Guide so I  have
been trying a lot harder to please her. But the one thing
that I can't get used to is being in the car. I can't help but
bounce around and I love sitting up on the seat. Do you
know what she did? She put me on tie-down! In the car!
Can you believe that? I  can't  bounce anymore,  but  it
doesn't  stop me from sticking my rump up on the seat.
Every once in a while mom will stop the car and push me
off, but as soon as the car starts moving again I get back
up. She said that I  am going to cause an accident one of
these days. I don't know what the big deal is; nobody ever
sits there and it is so much more comfy up on the seat
then it  is on the floor. Will  you please tell  my mom to
"leave it" and let me sit where I want?!

—Shoved off the Seat
Dear Shoved:
I  know it's nice to sit  on the car  seat,  but  when you
become a Guide Dog, you will  be expected to sit quietly
beneath your partner's legs on the floor of  the car. Your
mom is on the right track with a tie down—at least you
can't bounce around. But the goal  is for you not even to
try to put a paw on the seat. First of all, your mom needs a
tie-down that's short enough that you can't get your tush
onto the seat, or she can put a big empty box on the seat.
This will  prevent you from getting up, but the real goal is
for you to know that your place is on the floor. Your mom
should teach you the command "off." With the car parked,
she can use your leash to correct you each time you try to
get on the seat, telling you "off"  and praising for staying
on the floor. In time, you will  know "off"  means get off
the seat and you will  be ready to take a ride in a moving
car and try out your new manners. 

Another thing to practice is the fine art of  sitting
at a passenger's feet. Have your mom get partly into the
car. She should keep the door open and keep one leg on
the ground. You then load on the floor at her feet. Your
mom brings her other leg into the car, tucks up your tail
and closes the car door. She should repeat this with the
car parked until  you are comfortable staying at her feet
for some time. Then she can get a passenger to practice
with you while she drives. This is how a blind person will
load you in a car and you should be comfortable riding
that way. It also really helps cement the idea that the floor
of  the car is the best place for a dog. It certainly is the
safest place!  It will  take practice to break your old seat-
loving habits, but once you willingly get off the seat when
asked and are comfortable riding at someone's feet, you
should have a bright future as a Guide Dog!
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Three HPWT male yellow labs were career-changed this
spring:  DALTON, raised by Tonya, Ed, and Kathy Santaus
was career  changed for  relieving in  harness.  He has
returned home to his raisers as a family  pet.  QUAZAR,
raised  by  Kelsey  Rea was dropped  for  relieving  in
harness.

CHAMPION,  raised  by  Barb  Witcher,  has  been  career
changed for aortic valve insufficiency.  CHAMPION will  be
coming home to Barb as a pet.
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The County Fair will  be at the brand new Arapahoe
County Fairgrounds this year!

Even if you currently don't have a dog, or if
you haven't had a dog all year, you can still  enter the Fair
based on your participation with the dog or dogs you have
handled.

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Recently a raiser visiting a friend's house
left  his pup in the backyard for  a few
moments while he went into the house.
When he came back  out,  the pup was

gone. Another raiser put her dogs in her own back yard
and went inside, not realizing the gate wasn't latched—the
neighbors found the dogs and called before the raiser even
knew they had gotten out. It is essential  for  all pups to
have proper  ID  tags:  local,  rabies and the ones from
Guide Dogs. Make it a habit to check that your dog has all
its tags, and to walk the perimeter of your fence to make
sure there are no gaps and that gates still  latch securely.
Do the same if your dog will  be in someone else's yard—
even for just a few minutes.
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From GDB 
Recent postings on listservs have expressed concern about
the danger  to dogs presented by  a gardening product,
called Cocoa Mulch,  manufactured by  Hershey.  As a
precaution in case the concern is valid, the veterinarians
here at  Guide Dogs recommend that  if  you use this
product in your yard's landscaping you should not allow
your dogs unsupervised access to it for prolonged periods
of  time, especially when the product  is freshly applied
and especially  aromatic.  Because the mulch smells so
enticing, dogs may be tempted to eat it; it can be toxic if
ingested.  Our  veterinarians estimate that  a dog would
have to eat 5oz (about ½ pound) to become seriously ill,
but it's quite possible a dog could become sick even with
lesser  amounts. The mulch will  eventually break down
due to sun and weather, rendering it  less attractive and
possibly  less toxic to dogs,  but  our  veterinarians still
advise caution and supervision when your dog is exposed
to the product.
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Vacation season is upon us. Remember to contact Carmen
every time you plan to take your puppy away from home
overnight. If  it's just a day or two, an email  will  do, but
longer  trips  and  especially  airplane  travel  require
submission of  a travel  form. We need to know where
Guide  Dogs'  puppies  are  at  all  times  in  case  of
emergencies. There are also medical  concerns, such as
disease (one year a whole state was off-limits because of
a parvo outbreak) and the ever-present need to treat for
ticks and fleas in the high country and other states. Puppy
sitters book up early for the summer, so be sure to line up
care for your puppy well  in advance if  you plan to leave
him home. Be sure to make your  sitter  aware of  any
meetings that will  occur during the pup's stay, and urge
the sitter to attend with the puppy while it is in their care.

There is a new security apparatus at DIA. It is an enclosed
device, much like walking in to a glass-enclosed phone
booth. It  would be difficult, but  possible, to get  a dog
inside. A puff  of air goes off, enough to rustle a person's
hair.  The screening appears to  be random (very  few
devices on site). When traveling with a pup, we will  have
to respect  the request  of  the screeners. This is another
reason  to  consider  carefully  before flying  with  your
puppy. If  he is easily  startled, or  in an uncontrollable
stage, don't fly him. If  you want to get on the plane, you
will have to comply with screening requests.

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HPWT raisers are fortunate to have crates of  all
sizes—from baby sized to extra-large—available for
use from the club inventory. Here are a few things to
remember if  you are using a club crate. Never store
unused airline crates outside or anyplace damp, because
bolts, rivets, gates, and doors rust. The best thing to do
when you no longer use a crate is to return it to the club
for storage. Clean it so that it will  be spotless when you
turn it  in. A  high powered car-wash nozzle with soap
works well, or you can take it to a manual car wash. Dry
the crate in the sun to prevent rust. Make sure the bolts
are securely  bagged  and  stored  along with  the door
between the two halves of the crate for storage purposes.
Crates are issued to the next raiser in the condition they
were returned. Let's all  do each other a favor and turn in
clean crates! Contact Carmen or Jenny to turn in a crate or
make an exchange for a different size. 

Jenny Truax, HPWT's crate officer, keeps track of
who has each crate, so if  you are taking a crate directly
from another club member, it is essential to contact Jenny
to tell  her the number and size of the crate you have just
picked up. We appreciate everyone's help in managing our
fleet of crates and keeping them in great condition!
