Whenever we puppy sitters are out
in public, there is such a sense of
pride in our pups, but more in the
respect and admiration we have for all the Raisers! As
people comment about the incredible public behavior of
the pups we are caring for, we automatically tell these
people about the special Raisers and that all the praise
belongs to you! We, the puppy sitters, certainly
appreciate all your efforts, know how hard you have
worked by the results we get to take advantage of
while we are puppy sitting, and are amazed at how
much you have done in such a short time to help start
these pups on their journey to being Guide Dogs.
Whether your pup graduates or not, we puppy sitters
certainly know that you all are so incredibly wonderful
to give so very much of yourselves to these precious
animals and then let them go! 
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Oral Papill omas are painless warts that grow on the lips
and in the mouths of dogs younger than two years old.
They are caused by the canine oral papill oma virus.
Initially, papill omas are small and pink. Over four to six
weeks they increase in size and assume a rough,
grayish-white, cauliflowerlike appearance. As many as
50 to 100 papill omas may be present. Skin papill omas
caused by the same virus are common and occur on the
surface of the eyelids and the skin of the body. The
warts usually disappear spontaneously in six to twelve
weeks. If they fail to do so, they can be removed by
surgery, freezing or electrocautery. Chemotherapy is
effective in the case of numerous lesions. The dog’s
immune system makes antibodies that prevent
reinfection.
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Mouth warts are not cancerous
and, while they look scary, are really no cause for
alarm. If you find warts in your dog’s mouth, document
the date you first noticed them, and monitor them.
Sometimes they can even be rubbed off by abrasion
with a soft cloth. As with all non-emergency conditions,
contact a leader before you take your dog to the vet.

Dear Abbie:
I pull li ke crazy on my leash, and my
raiser says it’s okay, because some day I’ ll

pull into harness. But last time at puppy club,
I noticed I was the only puppy pulli ng its raiser
around. Why aren’ t the other dogs learning this
important technique, too?       —Pulli ng & Proud of It

Dear Pulli ng:
I’m afraid your raiser is mistaken about pulli ng. When
you lunge against your collar, you’re learning to be
out of control, not to pull into harness. Pulli ng on the
leash, you feel pressure on your neck from your collar.
That©s a different sensation from the one you’ ll get on
your shoulders and chest when you pull into harness.
Anyway, your puppy raiser’s job is to teach you to be
responsive to your handler, not to guide. Just as he
shouldn’ t try to teach you clearances or traffic
training, he shouldn©t try to teach you to pull into
harness. That is for the professionals at the training
school. Instead, he should try to get you to walk on a
loose leash at his left side. With a loose leash, puppies
must watch their handler and be responsible for
themselves and their behavior. You should never pull
or drag your raiser around–whether you are on a flat
collar or halti–a pup should always be on loose leash
and under control. So tell your raiser to loosen up and
teach you to walk politely, like the other pups at the
meeting. I guarantee, both you and your raiser will  be
much happier without all that lunging going on.

Now that the Fair is over, it’s time to think about next year’s
project. Wouldn’ t it be great to avoid the last minute
scramble to re-create data from an entire year of puppy
raising? The trick is to keep good records all  year round, as
the events occur. Learning to keep accurate records is a li fe-
long tool toward successful living. Here are a few tips to get
you started:

A

Have a plan for saving important information such as
height and weight, big Club or state-wide activities, vet
info, money spent on the dog for supplies and food, etc.
Make a file, assign a box, or even write on your
calendar to keep records. 

A

Keep the HPWT newsletter. It is a good reminder of
guide dog activities during the preceding year.

 
A

Take pictures as your puppy grows and at special
activities. Put the date and other vital info on back of
pictures and include them in your file. They will be
needed for the 4-H project and are often used to prepare
an album for the puppy©s eventual blind partner. 

A

You’ ll need a record of your growing pup’s weights
and heights (from the shoulder to the floor). To help
remember, vow to weigh and measure on heartworm
day, or when you fill out your monthly puppy report.
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4-H©ers, please bring your posters to the August 14th meeting
for display. We will  exchange them for last year©s posters
that have been used for programs all  year. After club
members are done admiring your work, this year’s projects
will  be kept for exhibit at programs. They’re too wonderful
not to share!
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Have Paws club is dedicated to helping its
raisers attend graduations, GDB’s Fun Day,
and defraying the sometimes high cost of
bringing career change dogs home. Our club
does this in several ways:
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 Whenever club members participate
in a fund raiser such as the President’s Day dog show,
a portion of the proceeds are earmarked under the
raiser’s name. The money may be used to attend
graduation, Fun Day, or for transportation of a career
change dog. If a raiser leaves the club with unused
funds, the money reverts back the club’s general
account.

,
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 HPWT has traditionally made
a $25 donation to GDB to be presented by the raiser
at their dog’s graduation. At the July 17th business
meeting, club members voted to give raisers the option
to leave this money in the club, use it for
transportation for dog or people, or donate it toward
the harness fee. This policy change is not retroactive.
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 This fund was established in 1998
by Ryan DeKruif when he received the J.C. Penney
Golden Rule Award for community service. Grants of
$50 will  be awarded to families traveling to Guide
Dogs’ campus to attend the graduation of a puppy
they have raised.
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Your puppy’s collar should fit snugly enough that it
will  not slip over the dog’s head. For the dog’s
comfort, you should be able to insert two fingers (not
your whole hand) between the collar and the dog’s
neck. Sometimes puppies outgrow their baby collar
before their adult collar fits safely. Don’t transfer your
young pup into its adult collar until the pup is large
enough that you absolutely cannot pull the larger
collar over the pup’s ears, even by tugging with some
force. If you can get it off, even with difficulty, then
the pup can slip it, and get loose–a dangerous and
scary situation. It’s better to stay with the baby collar
just a little longer, than to risk your puppy on a big
collar that is just loose enough to compromise its
safety. If you have any questions about which collar is
right for your puppy, bring both to a puppy meeting
and have a leader fit your dog.
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With so many of us sending dogs back for training this
summer, the prospect of career change inevitably raises
its head. Statistically, only half of our puppies will  find
a career in Guide work. The rest will  be offered back to
their raisers as a pet. If the dreaded “your dog’s been
dropped” phone call happens to you, it will  help soften
the blow if you have already considered what your
answer might be. We have the opportunity to take the
pup–but no obligation to find a home for it. Guide
Dogs’ Puppy Placement Department does a super job
finding great homes for our career change dogs.
HILDY’S story ill ustrates the kind of premium care
Guide Dogs takes with our beloved puppies–even the
ones that don’ t become Guides!

HILDY, a female Ger man Shepherd
raised by Sue and Amy Green, was
career changed in March, 2001 for
physical problems. Greens decided
to place HILDY through Guide
D o g s . Now, at
t h e end of
Ju l y , G D B
has finally found the perfect home
for HILDY. What took so long? In
talking with the puppy pl acement
depart at Guide Dogs, Greens were especially
impressed with the time and meticulous care GDB took
in being sure HILDY had the “right”  home. Instead of
plopping the shepherd with the first name on the
waiting list, GDB did what it took to find her a home
that would be committed to taking great care of her,
even if her physical problems worsen as she ages. When
the placement person in Oregon spoke with Sue by
phone, she had all HILDY’S monthly reports in front of
her–she©d read them all. HILDY wasn’t left to stagnate
in the kennel during the four months it took to place
her. She spent her days with the office staff, and often
went home with them at night, too. When GDB
described HILDY’S prospective home, Sue knew it was
a perfect match. HILDY will  have an active life with
loving people who understand her special needs. After
a brief trial period, Greens will be put in contact with
HILDY’S new family. They can even stay in touch if
they want. 

Facing the career change of a beloved pup for
which we had high hopes can be very emotional. Isn’ t
it wonderful to know Guide Dogs is there to take care
of all the details when our career change dogs need a
home?!
