HPWT has the most wonderful group of people in the
world!

notask istoo small; we always have someonewhowill step
up the plate and get the job dore. While the leaders love it
whenyou voluntee, they also regli zeit’ simportant to strike
abalancebetween beingwilli ngandoverextendingyoursdf.
If you currently have a responsibili ty that’s startingto fed
like it’s “too much,” dorit hesitate to let a leader know.
Chances are, someone dse will be willi ng to take over so
that you can takea breather. Then, whenthenext job comes
up, perhaps you will bereadyto help out again. If weall do
as much as is comfortable, without wearing ourselves out,
HPWT will always be a great placeto raise a puppy!

Foxtail s are a serious hazard for any dog
Pets are vulnerable to the exposed seal
awns (foxtail s) of variousgrasses. Foxtail s
can work their way into a dog©s in, but
likeafishhook they canna work their way
out. Emergency surgical intervention is
often necessary toremovethem. Symptoms
include rubking the e/es or sguinting;
swollen eyelids, repeated violent sneezing,
noseblead, rubking the ears or shaking the
head. There may be a raised, infected spot
on the skin or between the toes, as well as
excesgvelicking d thetoes andfed.

To prevent foxtail sfrom embeddinginyour dog removeall

foxtail s from your yard, preferably before the seed-heads
form. Do nat let your dogwalk or play in areasthat contain
foxtail s. When hiking or walkingthedog donat let him off
thewalkway anddori't let him sniff the areas wherefoxtail s
arepresent. A foxtail canbeinhaledin seconds! Check your
dogthoroughly between thetoes, behindandintheears, and
by combingthroughthe coat. Foxtail s can migrate through
the body and are potentialy life threatening. If your dog
shows any signs of having an embedded foxtail, call a
leader and make arrangements to seethe vet immediately.

One day, he even
put this tasty stuff onit. | tried to thank him by lickingit all
off before | began to chew, but hejust gat ndisy again, and
showed this funny plastic bore at me. What©s the deal ?

Dear Wood

| understand how nice a piece of wood can fed in yaour
mouth, especially when you©reteahing. Unfortunately,
furniture is off limits, and chewing onit is guaranteed to
make your raiser cross Your raiser gets noisy to get your
attention and make you stop. The tasty stuff was probably
Tabasco or Bitter Apple, which are supposed to make the
chair leg taste bad so you wor©t chew it. Sometimes yucky
tasting stuff can help you break the habit, but eventually it
wears off, and then you might go back to your old wood-
eating ways. Since you won©be with your raiser forever,
you nee to learn what can be chewed and what cannot,
without relying onthe bad-tasting stuff towarn you. Sounds
tomelikeyou have a soft raiser whohasn©been firm enough
with yau. | hate to say it, but what you need is a few really
strongcorrectionsthat makeyou understandthat “ ng’ means
“no.” Your raiser istryingto get you to chew onaNylabone
instead of thewood That©seally good It wouldn©befair to
correct you—for thechewingthat you need to do—if he©aat
gaingto give you something appropriate to chew oninstead.
My adviceis, take him up onit! Nyla bones are nice, once
you get used to them, and your raiser will be much happier
with yau if you dor©t constantly chew his chair leg!

» Include a copy of the Puppy Visiting Form and a
R & diary of the puppy's stay with yaur morthly report.
Our goal is to trade our pupgdes monthly—by
including this information, you'll be sureto get the credit
you deserve toward achieving this goal!

Even though we all raise pupges using the same
= rules and training techniques, it's best to approach
every puppy you sit asif it is an un-housebroken,

" destructive animal. As the dogearns your trust, you
can alow it the freedom it deserves. Better to be
conservative and keep the dog kenneled when yau canna
fully superviseit, than to have the pup perfect bad habits
while it destroys your home!

If you donat have the proper equipment for sittinga
puppy, ask the raiser to bring it. For example, a
leather leash used as atie-down can quickly become

achew-toy! A metal cableisasafer alternative. There's

achecklist at thebottom of therevised Puppy VisitingForm
to help jogyour memory of the kinds of equipment a puppy
needs when it has a “slegp-over” in ancther raiser's home.

=z Sometimesit's necessary for morethan onefamily to

é@} sit a puppy when its raisers are out of town for

several weeks. Be sure, when passng a puppy from

one sitter to the next, to gve a full report of the puppy's

activities—especially anything that might aff ect the puppy's

health, such as ingestion of foreign dbjeds, diarrhea, or
vomiting. The secondsitter will thank you!

When a puppy is about to pick up somethingin its mouth,
our natural reactionisto tel it “no” or make an “uh-uh”
noise-in other words, to warn the dog nat to mouth the
object. A blindpersonwill nat be ableto seethedogeyeing
or sniffing an object, and will nat be able to warn the dog
off. It is therefore vitally important that we teach our
pupgdes na to pick up items in the first place. It's nat
enough to teach the dogto relinquish the item to your hand
or even to drop it onits own. If the dogwill pick an item
up, it can also bein the habit carryingit around, or worse,
chewing it up. Think how disconcerting it would be for a
blind person living alone to nat be able to locate his shoes
because his Guide Dog moved them! And no one wants

their things destroyed.
We shaould striveto teach our dogs to be
> responsible for chocsing appropriate things

4 to mouth and chew, rather than trying to be
p their conscience-by warningthem when they
are about to make a mistake. Whether the
dog is onleash socializing, or on adragline
%\ K 4 in the house, give silent leash corredions
=7 when the dog shows interest in picking
something up. Praise it for choasing its own toys. It will
soon get the idea which things are “kosher”. If the dog
needs morework ontheisaue, you can practice by “ setting
him up.” Attach the dogto a fifteen foat (or longer) long
line. Boadby trap the room with things the dogmight gofor,
and also place a Nyla on the floor. Then, hide around a
corner or behind a door where you can watch. When the
doghasforgatten you' rethereand showsinterest inanitem
other than its toy, give a firm correction-with no verbal
warning. The idea is to have the dog think the “dogde
gods” arewatchingitsevery move, andit needs to makethe
right choice every time-even when there is no human in
sight. Eventually, the dogwill begin to understand that it
must only pick up its own toys. Then you can work on
leaving the dogunattended for longer and longer periods of
time, freein the house or a room. It's worth the effort to
have a nondestructive dog who also doesn't hide its
master’s socks. Your dog s blind partner will thank yau!

She
does“Sit,” “Let’sgo,” “Wait,” and“ Stay” very well. We are till having some troublewith “Down” and “ That©gsnough’ but
we areworking hard to master these. “Come’ and “ Do your business' arealso worksin progress Divina behavesvery wel in
pubdic. When sheisaround other dogs, such as at our puppy medings, shegetsalittleexcited, but when sheisin a placewhere
other dogs aren©t all owed, sheis excelent.

Divinahas overcomealot to get where sheistoday. When shewas younger, she had sometroublewith diarrhea. Shestarted
having diarrhea about 2 weeks after we gat her. We switched her to a few different foods at our leader’ s suggestion. Wetook
her to the vet several times. They always said that there was nathingwrongandto wait it out. After awhil eit became obvious
that this technique wasn©tvorking. So we took her to the vet again. This time when we took her to the vet she was put on
Panacur, adrug used to kill parasites. Shetookit once a day for aweek. It worked. She didn©t have anymore diarrhea.

Divinahasmadealot of progressin alittle time. Because of her diarrhea, she didn©get out much when shewaslittle. She
was behind other dogs her age as far as scialization went. She has caught up nicely. Ancther big achievement is that Divina
slegps ontie-down now. She used to slegp in her crate. Divinaisthefirst of our dogs to ever achieve thetie down at night.

One of the highlights of raising Divina was our recent trip downtown onthelight rail. | really enjoyed that. We dorotake
our puppes on pulic transportation too dten so it was a nice opportunity. Divina was really goodwhen we walked around
downtown. We were there for more than an hour but she calmly walked rext to me. | was happy to seethat the traffic and
sounds didr©t bother her.

However, | can©t leave itt just yes. | always have to add
that it is worth it because you know that your dogis gaing to change somebody©s life—whether or nat
your dogmakes it as a Guide Dog. If they do, they help a blind person have a sense of independence. If
nat, they become a great pet for someone.

| think the Guide Dog program is a great program becauseit gives kids and teenagers the chanceto
gain somegreat skill s and values. | have gained the patience, and responsibili ty that comewith training
apuppy aswell asthebest trait of all, theability to loveandstill Iet go. | have raised threepuppesand
with each one, | learn more about each of these values. Letting gois never easy but it gets easier as |
learn to think about others before | think about myself. That is mething that everyone should learn.
