GRAND GRADUATIONS

One of the best discussons at the Fall Puppy
Workshop was about attending a pup's
graduation ceremony. Hereare sometips
from folks who have been to San Rafadl @~ :
or Boring for this special occasion, and
from Barb Deevers, our PRA.

1. The day is for the Graduate, the
raisers, andthedog Leave current puppes being raised
at home, or in the care of someore in the audience.

2. Gred the Graduate before you gred your dog
Remember, this person has worked hard to get to this
day, and they are ecited and rervous about meeding
youl!

3. Wait until the Graduate gives you the okay to interact
with the dog The person may let it become estatic to
seeyou, or they may want to keep it under control. It's
their choice, and either way isfine. You will have time
alone with the dogwhen the graduate is on stage before
the ceremony, so concentrate onthe personwhileyou're
together.

4. Say goodthings about thedog andavoid comments that
might hurt, or undermine the graduat€e' s confidence.

5. Remember your Graduate with a gift of a phato album,
atape of happy memories, or some other kegpsake. Save
your puppy’s favorite toy to give him at graduation, or
buy a new version d his favorite toy for him.

6. Graduationisabig deal: thegraduates wear corsages &
boutonnieres and pubdicity photos are taken of raiser,
graduate and dogtogether, so dressup and make your
attirefit the day.

7. Have a shot speeh prepared to gve on stage

beforehand-write it down if you have to! Tdl a aite

story about your puppy or giveyour heartfelt wishesfor
the graduate' s lives together.

Remember the trainer with a gift or puppy phato.

Bringlots of tissues! Graduations get emotional!

Dear Abbie

Usually | goeverywherewith my raiser, or else
stay in my crate, but lately she's been leaving melocse in
the hause. After a while, | start to fed really nervous. |
yowl so she'll hear me and come back. | dash around
looking for her. Sometimes | can’t help chewing on things.
My raiser gets really mad. She says I'm too dd for my
crate, but what does she expect me to do when I'm on my
ownin such abig haise? Pleasetdl my raiser na to leave
me alone anymore. —Home Alone

Dear Homie,

Your raiser is right that you need to learn to stay alone
calmly for a period d hours before you return to GDB for
harness training. Troule is, she gave you too much
freedom too fast. Right now, you dorit have exough
experience being on your own without your crate, so you
have difficulty handing it. You neal to build confidence
slowly, and work up to being alone for longer periods of
time. Your raiser can start by leaving for very short
periods-ike going to get the mail or newspaper. Once
you're calm about that, she can go for alittle longer—like
five minutes, and then keg uppng the time until you can
handeawhde half hour at large by yoursdf. Then shecan
try evenlonger periods of time, and you should dojust fine.
At first, your raiser might want to make a dog-proof room
for you, where you can stay when she goes out. Sometimes
it's easier to hande freedom when you dorit have so much
of it. She can let you practice by putting you in the room
while she’ sin anather part of the house. That way, shecan
monitor you and correct your behavior if you start to yowl
or dig. You'll find that after a whilg, it's nat so dfferent
beingall alone from when she's hamebut in ancther room.
Onceyou’ ve mastered beingintheroom, it will beeasier to
have the run of the house when you're alone. It may take
weeks or morths, but I'm sure that if your raiser will help
you take baby steps, you will be able hande being hane
alone and even be calm about it.

MALADY OF THE MONTH

Demodectic Mange

L ocalized Demodectic mange is caused by a microscopic
mite and is most common in dogs under ore year of age.
Nearly all dogs acquire mange mites from their mothers
shortly after birth. The mites are normal, and produce
disease only when an abnormal immune systemall owstheir
numbersto get out of cortrol. Hair thinsaroundtheeydlids,
lips and corners of the mouth until moth-eaten patches are
about one inch in diameter. Legs and fed can also be
involved. The skin may become red, scaly and infected.

What you can do

L ocalized mangeusuall y heals spontaneously insix to eight
weeks, but may come and go for several months. If more
than five patches are present, the disease could be
progressng to the generalized form and the animal shauld
be seen by a veterinarian. Diagnasisis corfirmed with skin
scrapings. Medicated antment may help.

Check your email frequently for puppy updates. You
.. should receivetheharnesstrainingphasereport every
week, with important bulletins from Barb Deevers.
HPWT uses email for reminders and changesin the
meding schedule. Check your email on meeing day,
so you will beinformed o changes. Call Carmen if you
dorit have email access or if your email addresschanges.

When workingguide dogs areretired, GDB will offer them
back to theraiser, if the blind person canna keep or place
the dog To do this, they have to be able to find yau! So
even if you stop raising puppes, kegp GDB apprised o
your current addressand phore number when you move.

When you trade your puppy, the puppy sitter’ s diary neels
to be included as part of the dog s morthly report. Sitters,
please list both the dog s name and your name at the top of
the page so that the correct puppy can be identified.
